Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc., an international Greek Letter Organization, founded in 1911 by 
African American men, has strived to promote and encourage high scholastic achievement among 
African American youth.  
 
With this continued purpose in mind, Mu Xi Chapter will be awarding the C. D. Henry Memorial 
Scholarship to high school seniors. Selection criteria for the scholarship will be concentrated in the 
areas of (1) academic achievement, (2) financial need, and (3) Personal goals. The scholarship funds 
will be awarded pending acceptance to a four-year college or university. This school year (2025-
2026) the fraternity will award scholarships (C.D. Henry Memorial Scholarship) awards, ranging 
from $500.00 up to $1,000.  
 
Students interested in applying for the scholarship should meet the following qualifications and 
requirements: 
  
1. Student must be a high school senior and should have applied to an accredited four-year college or 
university in the scholarship year. If you are the winner of the scholarship, a copy of the letter of 
acceptance must be sent to verify that you will be attending a four-year college or university.  
 
2. Student must have an accumulative average of “C+” or better.  
 
3. An OFFICIAL copy of the student’s transcript must be sent directly from the high school of 
attendance to the scholarship committee. The transcript should include first semester grades of the 
senior year.  
 
4. Two recommendation forms must be sent directly to the scholarship committee by the deadline 
date. The recommendations can be from two of the following individuals:  
a) A past or present teacher.  
b) A sponsor of an organization, school or non-school related, in which the student is actively 
involved.  
c) A homeroom teacher or school counselor.  
 
5. The scholarship committee will interview the finalists.  
 
6. Applications, transcripts and recommendations must be submitted to the scholarship committee on 
or before April 30th, 2026 to the following address:
